PROCLAMATION BY STANLEY HARGROVE, MAYOR OF THE CITY OF FAIRVIEW, OKLAHOMA, OF AN EMERGENCY IN THE CITY OF FAIRVIEW, OKLAHOMA, 

 DUE TO COVID-19 PANDEMIC 

WHEREAS, Chapter 13, Section 13-503.3 of the Fairview Municipal Code 2019, enacted pursuant to Title 63, Section 683.1 et al. of the Oklahoma Statutes, as amended, empowers the Mayor of the City of Fairview, Oklahoma to proclaim a state of civil emergency when a natural catastrophe involving potential imminent peril to lives and property exists to such an extent that extraordinary measures must be taken to protect the public health, safety, and welfare, exists; and 

WHEREAS, COVID-19 is a new virus that currently lacks widely available testing at pharmacies and doctor’s offices which reduces the ability to effectively track community spread;  

WHEREAS, while there is currently no evidence of community spread of COVID-19 in the City of Fairview there is little known regarding the transmission of COVID-19 by those who are infected but not yet showing symptoms;

WHEREAS, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention issued the Revised Interim Guidance for Coronavirus Disease (COVID-19) on March 15, 2020 recommending a number of factors be considered in postponing or canceling mass gatherings, including that larger gatherings of more than 50 people offer more opportunities for person-to-person contact and therefore pose greater risk of COVID-19 transmission;
WHEREAS, there is currently no known approved vaccine for COVID 19;
WHEREAS, the President of the United States and Governor of the State of Oklahoma have declared emergencies due to the COVID-19 Pandemic;
WHEREAS, the Mayor of the City of Fairview does hereby find that conditions affecting public order, life, health, property or the public peace have arisen within the City of Fairview caused by the COVID-19 Pandemic;
NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY PROCLAIMED that a local emergency now exists in the entirety of the City of Fairview, State of Oklahoma;
IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED AND ORDERED that effective Tuesday, March 17, 2020 at Noon:

· All City of Fairview offices, including City Hall, Fairview Public Library and the Police Department are closed to the public.  City employees will be present in such buildings to answer the telephone and emails.  The Fairview Community Center and Major County Senior Citizen Center are also closed to the public but the Major County Senior Citizen Center will continued to distribute carry out meals through their drive through.
· Utility bills can be paid via the city’s payment link xpressbillpay.com, by mail, or by depositing checks or money orders in the 24 hour drop box at the front entrance to city hall. If you are dropping cash and prefer to hand it to a customer service representative, please call 580-227-4416.  
· Fire and Police will be on the job as usual, water leaks and other problematic situations can be reported to city hall’s customer service staff during regular office hours at 580-227-4416. Staff can also be contacted via the internet at mgould@fairviewok.org When contacting city hall or other city departments, please be patient as we work through calls and emails in this most unusual circumstance. 
· Although City Hall will be closed to the public, it will be staffed from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday. After that time and on weekends, please use the after-hours number 580.227-4444 or 580-227-6100 to report problems. 
· When circumstances permit city offices and facilities to reopen to the public, that notification will be posted via the city’s website and Facebook page. 
IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED AND ORDERED that pursuant to Chapter 13, Section 13-501.5 of the Fairview Municipal Code 2019, Rodger Bryant, as the Emergency Management Director of the City of Fairview, Oklahoma, pursuant to the authorization of Jerry Eubanks, City Manager, shall enforce all regulations relating to emergency management for the purpose of protecting the residents of the City of Fairview, Oklahoma, 

IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED AND ORDERED that this state of emergency shall continue until the issuance of a proclamation of the Mayor declaring its termination.
