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Proclamation and Declaration Concerning City of Piedmont Public Meetings
WHEREAS, the World Health Organization (WHO) has declared COVID-19 (Coronavirus) to be a global pandemic; and
WHEREAS, the President of the United States has declared an infectious disease national emergency declaration to combat COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, the Governor of the State of Oklahoma had declared an emergency by the impending threat of COVID-19 for all 77 Oklahoma Counties; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor of the City of Piedmont has declared an emergency effective 12:01 AM March 17, 2020; and 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor’s declaration of emergency states Piedmont Municipal Authority and Piedmont City Council Meetings will remain open to the public but steps will be taken to ensure no close contact between attendees;

NOW, THEREFORE, BY VIRTUE OF THE AUTHORITY VESTED IN ME BY THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA, I, KURT MAYABB, MAYOR OF THE CITY OF PIEDMONT, DO HEREBY PROCLAIM AND DECLARE:
All Piedmont Municipal Authority and Piedmont City Council meetings shall remain open to the general public; however, seats in the gallery shall be limited to ten and placed no closer than six feet from one another in order to prevent the spread of COVID-19. The Sergeant-at-Arms shall have the authority to enforce this limitation to protect the life, health, and safety of the residents of Piedmont.
